Earthquake Preparedness at Hyochon Reservoir

Checking Resident Evacuation Procedures Using Slope Collapse Scenario

The Korea Rural Community Corporation (KRC) Paju Branch conducted a joint emergency response
drill simulating a reservoir damage scenario caused by an earthquake to assess response capabilities in

the event of an emergency.

On the afternoon of the 13th, the KRC Paju Branch held an earthquake preparedness drill for the
reservoir in the area of Hyochon Reservoir in Dugok-ri, Nam-myeon, Yangju-si, together with related

agencies including Yangju City Hall and the Yangju Fire Department.

The drill was designed with a scenario in which the embankment slope of Hyochon Reservoir collapses
due to an earthquake. Based on the emergency response plan for disasters, the drill simulated a real-
life situation, checking interagency coordination to minimize damage to residents in downstream

areas and implementing rapid resident evacuation procedures.

"Earthquakes are becoming more frequent and the scale of damage is increasing," said Jeon Hong-
seong, head of the Paju branch. "As an agency responsible for managing major facilities, we will
thoroughly refine our emergency response plans and do our utmost to protect public safety through

close cooperation with related organizations.”
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
